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The island services department of the Consell de Formentera reports that work has already
begun on a month-long, €36,390 effort to remove hurdles to mobility, often referred to as
“architectural barriers”, from eight pedestrian walkways in Sant Francesc.

  

Pavement will be graded at a total of 13 points—four by the Antoni Blanc fitness centre and Sa
Miranda nursery, two on Avinguda Vuit d’Agost near Marc Ferrer high school, and two at the
Berenger Renart juncture on Avinguda Pla del Rei.

  

Island services consellera Paula Ferrer counted making roads universally accessible among the
administration’s key priorities. She also pointed out that upgrades were happening in places
where people with reduced mobility had requested them, and that the changes were part of the
island’s “Sustainable Mobility Strategy” ( Pla de Mobilitat Sostenible).
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
