Partial closures of avinguda Isidor Macabich in bid to rig ses Bardetes for fibre optics
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The Formentera Council's mobility office reports that from tomorrow, Friday February 15, road
work at the crossing of avinguda Isidor Macabich and avinguda Vuit d'Agost, part of an effort to
furnish ses Bardetes with high-speed internet connections, means drivers travelling on the first
of the two avenues will face intermittent restrictions once schools let out for the weekend.

Rafael Gonzalez, chief of the department, warned the upgrades would translate into extra noise
for residents of the area. “We sincerely apologise, but this work is key to getting ses Bardetes
high-speed connections before year end”.

Traffic control measures

The upgrades will require traffic on the avenue named for Isidor Macabich to be temporarily
diverted to stretch of private road that connects with carrer des Pla del Rei, another nearby
arterial. Traffic in front of Can Carlos will be restricted to one lane. To minimise headaches for
motorists, special signage will be used to ensure continued vehicle flow in both directions.
